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Insta l l ing  natura l  s tone pavers  requires  prec is ion and the r ight  tools  to

ensure a  successfu l  insta l lat ion.  Here is  a  step-by-step guide a long

with a  l i s t  of  tools  you wi l l  need:

T o o l s  R e q u i r e d :
Measur ing tape

Str ing l ine

Rubber  mal let  or  wooden b lock

Level

12mm notch trowel

Grout  f loat

Soft  brush or  sponge

Bucket

Damp c loth or  sponge for  c leaning

Safety  g lasses  and g loves  ( recommended for  handl ing mater ia ls  and

us ing adhes ives )

Dust  mask when mix ing sand and cement  or  adhes ive and grout .

Hire  a  wet  saw from Kennards  Hire  (opt ional )  to  cut  the stone

pavers

Hire  a  cement  mixer  or  i f  a  smal l  job mix  sand n  cement  in  a  wheel

barrow.

Grout  spacers  (5mm)

Quick dry ing adhes ive 
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I n s t a l l a t i o n  S t e p s :
Laying Sand & Cement  with  Concrete  S lab
Preparat ion:

Assess  the area where you p lan to  insta l l  the natura l  b luestone and ensure i t  i s
su i tab le  for  the intended purpose.  I f  there  is  a  ex ist ing  s lab and i ts  in  good order ,
proceed to  lay  in  sand and cement .

When purchas ing mult ip le  crates  of  stone pavers ,  combine them on-s i te  and mix
them wel l  to  b lend the natura l  co lour  var iat ions .  This  wi l l  create  a  more
cons istent  look for  your  insta l lat ion.

Instruct ions :

Step 1:  Mixing The Mortar  -  Combine 4 White  Br ick  Sand,  1GP cement ,  l ime,  and
1 cap of  p last ic iser .  Gradual ly  add water  whi le  mix ing unt i l  you achieve a
workable  cons istency that  holds  i ts  shape without  s lumping.

Step 2:  Sett ing  Up  -  Decide on your  start ing  point  and paste  the back of  each
stone with  a  quick  dry ing adhes ive before p lac ing i t  in  the mortar  mix .

Step 3:  Laying The Mortar  -  Run a  str ing  l ine  a long the length of  each row to
ensure stra ight  l ines .  Apply  the mortar  to  the concrete  s lab at  a  depth of  20mm.
You can adjust  the depth for  addit iona l  he ight  or  to  create  a  fa l l  (10mm per
meter ) .

Step 4:  Laying The Pavers  -  Carefu l ly  p lace each paver  onto the mortar ,  tapping i t
gent ly  with  the rubber  mal let  and checking i ts  leve l  after  each tap.
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Step 5:  C leaning & Fin ishing  -  Wash away excess  mortar  f rom the grout  l ines
between the pavers .  Smooth out  any mortar  on the s ides  of  the pavers .  I f
poss ib le ,  reuse leftover  mortar  for  the f ina l  row.  Otherwise ,  complete ly  remove
any excess  mortar  before i t  dr ies .

Step 6:  Spacing  -  Use 3mm or  5mm spacers  p laced vert ica l ly  between the pavers
to mainta in  cons istent  spac ing .  You can remove and reuse the spacers  the
fo l lowing day.  Ensure that  there ’s  no sand & cement  protruding above the height
of  the stone.  

Step 7:  Grout ing  -  Mix  up your  required grout  to  a  toothpaste  cons istency ,
meaning you can p ick  i t  up and i t  won’t  ooze through your  f ingers  when you hold
i t  in  the pa lm of  your  hands .  Use your  rubber  grout  f loat  s l ight ly  angled upward
to use the point  of  the f loat  to  push the grout  into your  grout  l ines .  Give i t  a  l ight
scrape,  and f l ip  the f loat  onto i ts  edge at  an angle  of  more than 45 degrees  and
pul l  towards  you angl ing  across  the grout  l ines .  Doing i t  th is  way avoids  pul l ing
any of  the grout  out  of  the l ines .

Step 8:  Washing  –  When grout ing ,  most  t rades  use a  f r iendly  system ca l led “Wash
Boy Grout  Bucket” ,  which is  ava i lab le  f rom Bunnings .  This  should  be done
throughout  the grout ing process  to  ensure no grout  res idue is  left  to  harden on
the surface on the t i les .

2-3 days  after  grout ing and once i t  has  hardened,  you can g ive i t  a  l ight  h igh-
pressure wash,  making sure  that  your  washer  i s  on the b lade.  When you wash,  you
must  wash the whole  job not  just  ind iv idual  sect ions  to  ensure a  cons istent  c lean.

I n s t a l l a t i o n  S t e p s :
Laying on Crushed Rock
On Crushed Rock:  B luestone pavers  on crushed rock require  a  min imum th ickness
of  20mm.

Excavat ion Depths :
For  20mm pavers :  Excavate the area to  a  depth of  at  least  70mm. This  should
cons ist  of :

30mm of  compacted crushed rock
20mm of  sand and cement  mix
20mm of  se lected stone

For  30mm pavers :  Increase the excavat ion depth to  80mm to accommodate the
th icker  pavers .  Mainta in  the same proport ions  for  the layers  beneath:

30mm of  compacted crushed rock
20mm of  sand and cement  mix
30mm of  se lected stone

Fol low insta l lat ion guide as  i f  i t  was  on a  s lab .  

Note:  I f  lay ing on crush rock then sand & cement ,  vehic le  t raff ic  not  advisable .
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I n s t a l l a t i o n  S t e p s :
Laying Bluestone with  Adhesive
on Concrete  S lab

Preparat ion:

Assess  the area where you p lan to  insta l l  the
bluestone and ensure i t  i s  su i tab le  for  the
intended purpose.  I f  there  is  a  ex ist ing  s lab
and i ts  in  good order ,  proceed to  lay  in
adhes ive .  Ensure the concrete  s lab is  c lean
and free of  dust .

W h e n  p u r c h a s i n g  m u l t i p l e  c r a t e s  o f  s t o n e
p a v e r s ,  c o m b i n e  t h e m  o n - s i t e  a n d  m i x  t h e m  w e l l
t o  b l e n d  t h e  n a t u r a l  c o l o u r  v a r i a t i o n s .  T h i s  w i l l
c r e a t e  a  m o r e  c o n s i s t e n t  l o o k  f o r  y o u r
i n s t a l l a t i o n .

Step 1:  Mixing Adhesive  -  Use a  se lected
cement-based adhes ive mixed to  a  toothpaste
cons istency.  Mix  smal ler  batches  at  a  t ime to
avoid  the adhes ive dry ing premature ly ,
ad just ing the amount  based on your  t i l ing
speed.

Step 2:  Layout  & Str ing  L ine  -  Decide on your
start ing  point .  Set  a  str ing  l ine  a long the
length of  each row for  stra ight  l ines .  I f  us ing
a br ick  bond pattern ,  the str ing  l ine  can be a
centre  guide .

Step 3:  Apply ing Adhesive  -  Use a  12mm
notch trowel  to  spread the adhes ive onto the
concrete  s lab ,  cover ing approximate ly  two
paver  lengths  at  a  t ime.  Hold the t rowel  at  a
45-degree angle  to  maximise the use of  the
notches .

Step 4:  P lac ing The Pavers  -  I t ' s
recommended to  a lso  spread a  th in  layer  of
adhes ive on the back of  each paver  us ing a
6mm trowel .  Carefu l ly  pos i t ion the paver  and
use a  gent le  twist ing mot ion to  push i t  down
onto the adhes ive bed.  This  wi l l  he lp  f latten
the trowel  notches  and ensure good adhes ion.
Check the leve l  of  each paver  after  p lacement
and adjust  as  needed.
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Step 5:  Spacing  -  Use 3mm or  5mm
spacers  p laced vert ica l ly  between the
pavers  to  mainta in  cons istent
spac ing .  You can remove and reuse
the spacers  the fo l lowing day.  Ensure
that  there ’s  no sand & cement
protruding above the height  of  the
stone.  

Step 6:  Grout ing  -  Mix  up your
required grout  to  a  toothpaste
cons istency ,  meaning you can p ick  i t
up and i t  won’t  ooze through your
f ingers  when you hold  i t  in  the pa lm
of  your  hands .  Use your  rubber  grout
f loat  s l ight ly  angled upward to  use
the point  of  the f loat  to  push the
grout  into your  grout  l ines .  Give i t  a
l ight  scrape,  and f l ip  the f loat  onto
i ts  edge at  an angle  of  more than 45
degrees  and pul l  towards  you angl ing
across  the grout  l ines .  Doing i t  th is
way avoids  pul l ing  any of  the grout
out  of  the l ines .

Step 7:  Washing  –  When grout ing ,
most  t rades  use a  f r iendly  system
cal led “Wash Boy Grout  Bucket” ,
which is  ava i lab le  f rom Bunnings .
This  should  be done throughout  the
grout ing process  to  ensure no grout
res idue is  left  to  harden on the
surface on the t i les .

2-3 days  after  grout ing and once i t
has  hardened,  you can g ive i t  a  l ight
h igh-pressure wash,  making sure  that
your  washer  i s  on the b lade.  When
you wash,  you must  wash the whole
job not  just  ind iv idual  sect ions  to
ensure a  cons istent  c lean.

Important  Note:

With b luestone,  avoid  gett ing adhes ive on the surface as  i t  can be d i f f icu l t  to
remove complete ly .
With a l l  b luestone,  i t  i s  important  to  grout  the whole  t i le  and not  just  the
grout  l ines  to  avoid  p icture  f raming.

Insta l lat ion T ips  |  Sea l ing  |  Maintenance & Cleaning 

C u r i n g  a n d  C l e a n i n g :

Al low approximate ly  5  days  for  pavers  la id  in  adhes ive or  2  weeks for  pavers
la id  in  sand and cement  to  cure  before proceeding with  c leaning and sea l ing .

Clean the b luestone pavers  us ing a  mi ld  detergent  and water ,  scrubbing
gent ly  with  a  h igh pressure c leaner  to  remove any remain ing grout  res idue or
sta ins .  

R inse thoroughly  with  c lean water  to  ensure a l l  c leaning agents  are  removed.

Fol low the manufacturer ’s  instruct ions  for  the spec i f ic  sea ler ,  apply ing i t  evenly  and a l lowing i t  to  dry
complete ly  before use .

Remember  to  a lways refer  to  the manufacturer ’s  gu ide l ines  for  the spec i f ic  natura l  s tone pavers  you are
insta l l ing ,  as  recommendat ions  may vary .  Fol lowing these steps  and adher ing to  the d i rect ions  on

adhes ive ,  grout ,  and sea ler  products  wi l l  he lp  ensure a  successfu l  and profess ional- looking insta l lat ion of
your  natura l  s tone paving .
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Like any surface ,  s tone wi l l  require  a

degree of  maintenance.  The correct

sea l ing  f rom the start  i s  the key to

minimal  maintenance.

Heavi ly  t racked areas  wi l l  require

more maintenance than those that  are

se ldom used.  The main  maintenance

regime required for  stone is  regular

sweeping and vacuuming.  

The use of  abras ive ,  ac id ic  or  a lka l i

household  detergents  should  be

avoided,  as  they can remove the t i les

surface sea lant  or  in  extreme cases

damage stone.

M a i n t e n a n c e  &  C l e a n i n g

Please note:  ac id ic  c leaners  should
not  be used,  unless  profess ional ly
recommended.
